5.0 OFF-SITE HIGHWAYS IMPROVEMENTS

As part of the development plan, the team have proposed a series of
upgrades to the local highway network to improve pedestrian routes. These
improvements will create a continuous safe route spanning from the south
of the village, through High Street, past the proposed development site, to
Whitchurch Combined School.

Key highways works proposed are:

* Improvements to the pedestrian refuse crossing facilities across the
A413, to the north and south of the A413/ Oving Road roundabout
junction;
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* Improvements tothe crossing pointatthe Oving Road/ Mount Pleasant
junction;

e The addition of a pedestrian crossing point across North Marston
Lane, between Appleyard Close and Ashgrove Gardens;
